AECI Skywarn Net
Net Control Script & Operating Guide

PREAMBLE:
ATTENTION ALL AMATEUR RADIO STATIONS. This is [Your Callsign], [Your Name], Net Control Station for the AECI Skywarn Net. This repeater is located near Mexico, Missouri in Audrain County.
The AECI Skywarn Net is now in (STANDBY / ACTIVE / EMERGENCY) status.
Purpose of this Net: This net exists to collect accurate weather observations from the surrounding area and forward them to the St. Louis National Weather Service.
Important: This net does NOT issue warnings or alerts. We only collect and relay reports. For your safety, always follow official National Weather Service alerts through NOAA Weather Radio, weather apps, or local media.

STANDBY STATUS: Severe weather is possible in our area. Amateurs should monitor the repeater and watch for signs of severe weather. Normal activity on the repeater is permitted, but please keep transmissions short to allow for emergency break-ins.
This is [Your Callsign], Net Control.

ACTIVE STATUS: A Severe Weather Warning has been issued for our area. This is now a directed net. All stations should direct traffic to Net Control.
Please report the following to Net Control:
· Tornadoes on the ground
· Funnel clouds or rotating wall clouds
· Hail (any size)
· Winds estimated 35 mph or greater
· Flooding
· Other significant storm damage
When reporting, please include your location, what you are seeing, and time of observation.
This is [Your Callsign], Net Control.

REPORTING TORNADOES: A tornado must have visible rotation in contact with the ground (either a funnel touching the ground or a rotating debris/dust cloud at ground level).
· Rotating Wall Cloud = Possible tornado development (report as “rotating wall cloud”)
· Funnel Cloud = Funnel extending downward but not touching the ground (report as “funnel cloud”)
· Confirmed Tornado = Rotation + ground contact (report as “confirmed tornado on the ground”)
Recommended Tornado Report Script: “When reporting a tornado, please give: your callsign and location, exact location of the tornado/funnel, time observed, what you are seeing (rotating wall cloud / funnel cloud / confirmed tornado on the ground), direction of movement, and any damage if safe to observe.”

EMERGENCY STATUS: A state of emergency exists in the area due to [brief description — e.g., confirmed tornado touchdown, major flooding, etc.].
This is a directed net. Net Control has absolute control. All transmissions are prohibited unless:
· In direct response to a call from Net Control, or
· You have life-or-death emergency traffic.
All stations should monitor the repeater for instructions.
This is [Your Callsign], Net Control.

CONTINUITY ANNOUNCEMENT (Read at least every 10–15 minutes during Active or Emergency status):
ATTENTION ALL STATIONS. This is [Your Callsign], [Your Name], Net Control for the AECI Skywarn Net. The net is currently in [STANDBY / ACTIVE / EMERGENCY] status.

TO SECURE THE NET:
ATTENTION ALL STATIONS. This is [Your Callsign], Net Control for the AECI Skywarn Net. We thank all stations for their participation and valuable reports. Your help is greatly appreciated.
This net is now secured at [time] and the repeater is returned to normal use.

General Reminders for Net Control:
· Remind operators to use safe operating practices at all times.
· Read the actual NWS bulletin when available.
· Maintain a good log: time, callsign, location, and report details.
